Be aware that this tool is always in an operating condition, because it does
not have to be plugged into an electrical outlet.

. STAY ALERT — Watch what you are doing — use common sense. Do not

operate trimmer when fatigued.

Hold the tool firmly with both hands.

It is extremely dangerous to grasp branches while cutting. If the blades jam,
because of a piece of wire or impacted branch, switch off immediately and
remove the material stuck in the blades.

Do not use hedge trimmer to cut grass or weeds.
When not in use, be sure to cover the blades with the blade guard.

. Do not expose charger to rain or snow.
. Use of an attachment not recommended or sold by the battery charger

manufacturer may result in a risk of fire, electric shock, or injury to persons.

. To reduce risk of damage to electric plug and cord, pull by plug rather than

cord when disconnecting charger.

. Make sure cord is located so that it will not be stepped on, tripped over,

or otherwise subjected to damage or stress.

. An extension cord should not be used unless absolutely necessary. Use of

improper extension cord could result in a risk of fire and electric shock. If
extension cord must be used, make sure:

a. That pins on plug of extension cord are the same number, size, and shape
as those of plug on charger;

b. That extension cord is properly wired and in good electrical condition; and

. Do not operate charger with damaged cord or plug — replace them im-

mediately.

Do not operate charger if it has received a sharp blow, been dropped, or
otherwise damaged in any way; take it to a qualified serviceman.

Do not disassemble charger or battery cartridge; take it to a qualified
serviceman when service or repair is required. Incorrect reassembly may
result in a risk of electric shock or fire.

To reduce risk of electric shock, unplug charger from outlet before attempt-
ing any maintenance or cleaning. Turning off controls will not reduce this risk.

ADDITIONAL SAFETY RULES
FOR CHARGER & BATTERY CARTRIDGE

. Do not charge Battery Cartridge when temperature is BELOW 10°C (50°F)

or ABOVE 40°C (104°F).

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Installing or removing battery cartridge
¢ Always switch off the tool before insertion or removal of the battery cartridge.

e To remove the battery cartridge, pull out
the set plate on the bottom of the tool
and grasp both sides of the cartridge
while withdrawing it from the barrel.

e To insert the battery cartridge, align the
tongue on the battery cartridge with the
groove in the housing and slip it into
place. Snap the set plate back into place.
Be sure to close the set plate fully before
using the tool.

e Do not use force when inserting the battery cartridge.
If the cartridge does not slide in easily, it is not being inserted correctly.

Charging

Plug the fast charger into your power
source. Insert the battery cartridge so that
the plus and minus terminals on the bat-
tery cartridge are on the same sides as their
respective markings on the fast charger. In-
sert the cartridge fully into the port so that o/ gt Charging light
it rests on the charger port floor.

The charging light will come on and charg-
ing will begin. If the charging light does not
come on, press the reset button. If the 1
charging light goes out within 10 seconds even after pressing the reset button a couple of
times, the battery cartridge is dead. (CAUTION: Wait for more than 5 seconds after the
charging light goes out to press the reset button again.) Replace it with a new one. When
the charging light goes out after about one hour, you may remove the fully charged
battery cartridge. After charging, unplug the charger from the power source.

CAUTION:

e Your new battery cartridge is not charged. You will need to charge it before use.

o |f you try to charge a cartridge from a just-operated tool, sometimes the charging fight
will not come on. If this occurs, let the cartridge cool off for a while. Then re-insert it
and try to charge it once more.

eWhen you charge a new battery cartridge or a battery cartridge which has not been used
for a long period, it may not accept a full charge. This is a normal condition and does
not indicate a problem. You can recharge the battery cartridge fully after discharging
it completely a couple of times.

o If you wish to charge two battery cartridges, allow 15 minutes between chargings on the
fast charger.
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Side grip
Install the side grip (standard equipment)
securely.

Switch operation

The switch has a special lock-off lever to
prevent accidental operation or tampering.
When the lever is pressed in the arrow direc-
tion (see photo at right), the trigger can be
pulled to put the trimmer ON; simply
release the trigger to switch OFF. The lock-
off lever automatically returns to keep the
trimmer OFF.

Before inserting the battery cartridge, check to be sure that the released trigger switch has

come out (spring return).

For better trimming

1) Branches and foliage of over 8 mm
(5/16°") should first be cut with shears
down to the hedge trimming level.
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2) Grip the trimmer with both hands and
move it in front of your body.

3) To cut a hedge top evenly, it helps to
tie a string or cord at the desired hedge
height and to trim along it.

4) To cut a hedge side evenly, it helps to
cut from the bottom upwards.
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5) Trim boxwood or rhododendron from
the base toward the top for a nice ap-
pearance and good job.

CAUTION:
1. Be careful not to accidentally contact a metal fence or other hard objects while trim-

ming. The blade will break and may cause serious injury.
2. Do not leave the tool in rain, or in wet location.

NOTE:
You can expect up to 40 minutes running time on a single charge.

MAINTENANCE

CAUTION:
Always be sure that the tool is switched off and the battery cartridge is removed before
attempting to perform inspection or maintenance.

After cutting is finished, clean off cutters (both sides) with a wire brush. Wipe off with
a cloth and apply machine oil of low viscosity.

CAUTION:

Dirt and corrosion cause blade friction which in turn means less cutting time per battery
charge. Keep the cutter blades clean and in good condition.

When storing, cover cutter blades with the sheath (blade guard) and store in a dry place
out of the reach of children.

To maintain product SAFETY and RELIABILITY, repairs, maintenance or adjustment
should be performed by Makita Authorized or Factory Service Centers, always using
Makita replacement parts.
