8-2 Mass Storage

The operating system recognizes the camera as a mass
storage device. With the camera connected to the
computer via USB you can easily transfer files from the
camera using an alternative method from the one just
described:

Double click on the My Computer icon.

Eject any CDs in the CD-ROM drive.

Find an icon representing the digital camera.
Double click on the icon.

Double click on file folder, labeled DCIM.
Double click on file folder, labeled 100COACH.
Drag and drop photo files, or the whole folder.
